Are the camps for completed or rising grades?
All summer camps are for RISING grades.

Can my rising K3 student participate?

There are a limited number of camps that offer sessions for Rising K3 students. Rising K3 students
must be three years old on or before June 1st to participate. This requirement has been put in place
to assure the safety and comfort of our youngest campers.

How long is online registration active?
Online registration will close at 8 a.m. on Friday before the camp starts on Monday.

Is there walk-up registration?

Yes. While you can walk up and register if the camp is not full, you are not guaranteed a T-shirt or a
spot if you don’t register in advance. Many of our camps fill up quickly, so register early if you can! Once
online registration closes, the camp icon on the registration website is changed to provide details for
walk-up registration. Please check the website for information related to each camp.

Will my child receive a summer camp T-shirt?

YES! We will have a single Summer Camp T-shirt for all camps. Shirts are only guaranteed if your child
is registered two weeks prior to the camp.
